On Mondays in Lent, Mass will be celebrated early at 8.00 am. This will replace the usual 9.10
Morning Prayer and 9.30 Mass. The only exception would be if a Requiem Mass were scheduled for a
Monday in Lent, in which case that would be the only Mass of the day.
