CROWNING OF OUR LADY’S STATUE 
This  Thursday  15 August,  we celebrate  the  feast  of  the  Assumption,  which  is  a  Holy  Day of
Obligation.  The Assumption  is  the doctrine  (believed since  the early  times of  the Church,  and
solemnly defined by Pope Pius XII in 1950) that the Mother of God was assumed into heaven body
and soul at the moment she died. This is linked closely with Our Lady’s further title of Queen of
Heaven. Accordingly, our statue of Mary will be crowned during the morning Mass on Thursday,
and the crown will remain in place until 22 August, the Feast of the Queenship of Mary.
